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The brief was to design a display unit that looked the
same from the outside but could support different sized
product internally. The units had to be both durable
and cost effective. They also needed to be easy to
construct to ensure optimum use in store.

At the first attempt the team at Beacon (part of
Colourpoint) promptly came up with a perfect
answer to the challenge. We produced prototypes for
kick testing and on approval, liaised with each of the
6 different brands to create their own individual
artwork. The challenge didn’t end here as we
needed an effective way to display the pricing
without impeding the visual impact. Working with
frusted supplier, we made a bespoke peg barker that
hit the mark and the final artwork was approved with
just 2.5 weeks before the launch deadline. The 900
shippers had to be delivered to 138 different stores
across the UK within a very tight timeframe but every
package arrived at the right place on time.

Henry Swift, Promotions Manager of Staples underlined
the achievement: ** With retail in general, due to last
minute price and product variants, everything goes

to the wire and Staples is no exception. The results
achieved in such a short space of time have been
brilliant and the feedback from the stores has been
